Introduction to Event Management and Media Promotion 

National Youth Week (NYW) is the single largest youth event in Australia. NYW celebrates and recognises the contributions, achievements and views of young Australians and engages more than 250,000 each year. Last year in South Australia more than 18,000 young people attended the 100 youth events run across the State. 
National Youth Week is a celebration of youth that encourages all young people aged 12 -25 years to take part in activities and enjoy special events that celebrate their individuality and diversity. It is an opportunity for young people to take centre stage, express their ideas and views, raise issues of concern to them and showcase the positive contribution that young people make to society. 

In the spirit of National Youth Week, young people should be actively involved in planning, implementing and evaluating the activities and events that take place as part of the celebration. For this reason, young people’s participation in all aspects of National Youth Week planning is a condition of grant funding.
To assist young people to plan and run events during National Youth Week 2007, the Office for Youth are offering a series of free workshops to introduce young people to event management and provide them with the relevant information and skills they will need to conduct a successful event. 
The Office for Youth workshops will introduce young people to the National Youth Week planning cycle and explore each aspect of the cycle from preliminary planning and approvals through to reflection and reporting on their event. In addition, the session will discuss further opportunities for young people’s engagement and seek their feedback on the Youth Advisory Committee and National Youth Week programs.
Who should attend?
· Young people who want to be involved in running a National Youth Week event or activity, but have little or no experience. 
· Young people who have been involved in events but feel they need more skills to successfully run a NYW event.
· Youth Advisory Committee co-ordinators and/or volunteers who will be involved with National Youth Week. 
What else do I need to know?

· All workshop participants will receive support resources to take home. 
· All young people participating in the workshops will be provided with a certificate of attendance. 

· Light refreshments will be provided to workshop participants during breaks.

· Getting to and from the workshops will be the responsibility of those who attend. YAC coordinators may use their NYW and/or YAC budgets to cover travel costs.
