Opportunity Scholarships

Opportunity Scholarships are awarded to talented disadvantaged students to allow them to achieve their dreams.

Opportunity Scholarships of up to $1,000, are awarded to students enrolled in a Government primary or secondary school for school approved, curriculum related programs for individual students who lack financial and practical resources. 

On occasion, the Opportunity Scholarships Selection Panel may consider amounts above $1,000, if funds permit, and if the circumstances are such that it is deemed the funds cannot be raised from other sources.

Application forms are available from the web site.

Eligibility:

To be considered for and Opportunity Scholarship, students need to be able to identify a chosen learning area/special ability, that given the opportunity, could develop further.

Students must be recipients of one of the following:

- Youth Allowance

- ABSTUDY

- Education Maintenance Allowance (EMA)

- Pensioner Education Supplement

Students must be attending either an Australian Government Primary or Secondary School.

The application must have the endorsement of a Nominating Professional

Schools, institutions supporting VCAL and VET students and TAFE colleges, supporting students, under 18 years of age can apply.

Students that have previously received funding from Education Foundation Australia can reapply for new funds.
