I have recently been appointed by the Physical  Disability Council of Australia (PDCA) to assist in a 3-month project around Accessibility for people with a disability; I will be working with their existing PDCA Access to Premises Working Group and the broad objective of the project is "to identify strategies and actions that lead to recognition and elimination of access issues that discriminate against people with physical disabilities, and to inform Governments and all decision makers that the impending Access to Premises Standard should be developed with the best interests of people with disabilities as its priority".

I am wondering if I can call on your assistance in gathering specific data. In particular, I would like to know:

1. What Access initiatives are already occurring in Australia - projects or formal (active)groups, if they are funded, the successes they have had, what they have found works best e.g. to get the ear and cooperation of government (including local bodies), what have been the greatest obstacles etc.
2. If you personally are aware of any inaccessible Political Party members' offices or Electoral offices, or voting venues that have not been accessible to you in your local area.
3. Have you ever lodged a complaint against a key figure such as a politician, governments or major services in inaccessible premises? If so what was the outcome?
4. Do you require assistance in lodging a discrimination complaint with HREOC (Human Rights and Equal Opportunities Commission) on a specific Access-related matter?
5. Are you aware of any disability services (employment agencies, disability supports service providers) that do NOT provide disability access?
