WE WANT YOUR PRE-LOVED BRAS!

Disadvantaged indigenous Fijians get much of their clothing from second hand Australian clothes shops.  Australians don’t put bras in the charity bins, so they are rare in these shops, particularly in sizes to suit the Fijian build. A new bra costs $40, and wages range from $1.50- $4.50/hour.

With the humidity, fungal infections and abscesses occur between the breast and the chest wall.  Bras will help.

Uplift Fiji, through Rotary International World Community Service, sends bras through secure channels, and makes sure they get to the women who need them without compromising their dignity.

All second hand bras size 14 or bigger are welcome. 

 The biggest sizes are the most needed and the hardest to get.

Import duty must be paid on new garments taken into Fiji for charity, but not second hand ones.
