AIDS Council of SA and Gay Men’s Health resources

In response to concerns raised by gay and same sex attracted men in South Australia, Gay Men's Health has been working on a number of Fact Sheets. The first of these – on Poppers, and on Beats – are now available on the web. More Fact Sheets will be available soon, and include information on Married Men, Sex on Premises Venues, Mental Health and Post Exposure Prophylaxis (PEP). To go to the webpage click here
Out Late is a booklet about sexual identity and coming out as an older gay man. It includes information about health and safe sex. It’s not a ‘how to’ guide but it does explore a range of topics that many men in this situation have experienced. To download Out Late click here
Managing Side Effects is a booklet for people with HIV who experience side effects from HIV treatments or other physical symptoms that may be due to HIV infection. It is intended as a guide to help identify the kinds of side effects that some people with HIV experience, and to provide suggestions on how to prevent, manage, reduce or eliminate some common side effects through the use of medicines, complementary and supportive therapies or practical measures. Treat Yourself Right is a health information booklet for women living with HIV. The booklet aims to provide information that helps women with HIV make the best decisions about their health at different life stages. The annual late night West End Safety Audit will be conducted on Saturday 15 March 2008 commencing at 11.30pm from Hindley Street Police Station and concluding at approximately 2.30am. 

This is a call for participants in this important community safety initiative.  Approximately 24 volunteers are required (four groups of 6 participants). Participants do not need to have any specific safety knowledge.  More important is knowledge of the City at night (i.e. those who regularly go out at night in the West End or walk through this area late at night). 

Participants will be provided with a cab charge for use to and from the audit and a thank you Coles / Myer voucher to the value of $40. In addition, a certificate of participation in the audit can be issued.
