Our Seminar Speakers

Charlotte de Crespigny RN PhD FRCNA is currently Professor of Nursing (Alcohol and Other Drugs) at Flinders University. She is also Joint Chair Drug and Alcohol Services SA and NCETA Charlotte has key membership on several national research committees including the Co-operative Research Centre for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Health and the Centre for Clinical Research Excellence in Aboriginal Health. She has undertaken numerous projects in the areas of drug and alcohol misuse and has worked extensively in investigating the relationships between young women’s decisions and drinking. She has published extensively, and as a recognized expert in her area has been interviewed frequently on radio. Her work has resulted in the receipt of numerous awards and consultancies.
Mel Castle has been an outreach worker for 8 years with Hindmarsh Sobering Centre and Outreach Program.  “I grew up in Port Pirie and became inspired to help people when working for Family Planning (now known as Shine SA) as a peer group educator. I came to Adelaide when I was 19 to study. I completed my degree in Social Science and Humanities at Flinders University. Upon completion I worked in a youth shelter in the country, which I greatly enjoyed. I then moved back to the city and took up working in the Sobering up Unit, which was then known as Mission SA Hindmarsh Centre. I cared for intoxicated young people overnight for a few years and then began doing Outreach. My current role includes case management with young people, most of whom are homeless or at risk of becoming so. I also do work which doesn’t involve clients.” 
Scott Wilson is currently Director of the Aboriginal Drug and Alcohol Council (SA) Inc. His background as a youth was one of poly drug and alcohol abuse and misuse and he expended considerable time and effort to give up both. In 1993 he was employed by the Council and began a drug free life-style. He won his current position in1995. His background assisted him in achieving for the ADAC a harm minimization focus. His commitment and involvement in Indigenous substance misuse has seen him appointed to a wide range of Prime Ministerial and Ministerial Council and Reference groups from 1998 onwards. He has received an ADAC Australia Day Award and in 2003 he was a recipient of an Australian Centenary Medal.

Sue Miers is the foster carer of a 27 year old daughter who has partial fetal alcohol syndrome (pFAS). She has lobbied extensively on state and national levels to raise awareness about Fetal Alcohol Spectrum Disorder and is a founding member of NOFASARD (National Organisation for Fetal Alcohol Syndrome and Related Disorders). She is a member of and has reported to various government agencies in Australia as a recognized parent authority in this area. In 2006 she was awarded an OAM for her work.
